Danisco Sugar is one of the largest and most efficient sugar producers in Europe.
We develop and market a wide range of standard and sophisticated sugar products.
More than 80 per cent of our output is sold to the food industry, while the remaining
part primarily goes to retail markets under our Dansukker® trademark. In addition, we
supply a line of animal feed products and sugar beet seeds to the agricultural sector.

Today, the bulk of production is sold on the Nordic and Baltic markets, while we
export to a multitude of countries.

Danisco Sugar and four other product divisions make up the Danisco Group — one of
the world’s leading suppliers of ingredients for food and other consumer products.

Production in five countries
We produce sugar, based primarily on sugar beet, at 9 factories in five countries:

- Denmark: 2 sugar factories

- Sweden: 1 sugar factory, 1 refinery

- Finland: 1 sugar factories, 1 refinery

- Germany: 1 sugar factory

- Lithuania: 2 sugar factories (partly owned)

The area sown to beet in our production countries totals 138,000 ha and the crop is
cultivated by some 11,000 growers. The crop area breaks down as follows:

Denmark: 42,000 ha Sweden: 44,000 ha Finland: 24,000 ha
Germany: 14,000 ha Lithuania: 14,000 ha

EU sugar quota

Our basic EU sugar quota totals 1,052,000 tonnes, i.e. about 7 % of the total EU
quota. In Finland, we also have a quota for refining imported raw sugar of 60,000
tonnes.

European sugar suppliers. Our strategy is continued efficiency improvements and
market-oriented product development with a constant focus on quality and
sustainability. We consider our employees our most important resource and therefore
give high priority to competency development and attractive working conditions.
